Once again, the Exchange Club of Greeley is offering the A.C.E. Award (Accepting the (Challenge of Excellence) to a graduating senior in Weld County to help defray full-time tuition costs at a post-secondary or vocational school of the student’s choice.  

The A.C.E. Award recognizes high school students who have overcome a significant obstacle and are now eligible for high school graduation. Some examples of eligibility include: physical or emotional abuse, substance abuse, disease, delinquency, or language barrier.  Applicants must submit a narrative identifying the obstacle and how it was overcome.  
This is a positive program with many objectives.  It helps encourage students, whom have overcome hardships, look to the future, including college. The award also recognizes those students who are often overlooked for their accomplishments.  This special recognition serves as a powerful example to all students, showing that hard work and perseverance really do pay.

The Exchange Club plans to distribute a $1,000 Scholarship to a 2012 graduating senior.   The $1,000 scholarship will be awarded as two one-year awards of $500 each, divided equally over the number of terms each year (i.e., two semesters or three quarters per academic year).  

The local winner will be recognized at an Exchange Club of Greeley luncheon meeting.  The winner’s application will then be submitted to the Rocky Mountain District for consideration of the District award.  This District winner will be submitted to the National Exchange Club for consideration of the $10,000 National A.C.E. Award.  

Enclosed is an application and instructions.  The Exchange Club of Greeley would appreciate you forwarding this application to eligible students that meet these criteria and you think will benefit from our scholarship.  We hope you will encourage your students to apply for this scholarship.
